They love the neighborhood, but needed more
space for their growing family. Bill, an architect, was
careful to design the new house in keeping with the char-
acter of the surrounding older properties. The neighbors
were great, very understanding, says the couple. “The
charm of Lafayette benefits everyone,” Bill notes. The
kitchen was designed around a painting the couple pur-
chased in Hawaii, that has a palette of bright tropical col-
ors. The sunny coral Silestone countertop with a hint of
sparkle, and glass tiles were just the starting point for the
many unique choices they made.

Sandra and Rob Eaton tore down their circa 1971
house in the Reliez Valley. “It was a beautiful piece of
property, 1 V4 acres, with a barn, arena and chickens, but
that’s where the love affair ended. The walls had cancer
and there were no closets anywhere,” says Sandra. With
much artistic input from contractor Michael Sands, they
started from scratch, but left three original fireplaces im-
ported from Europe. Everything went smoothly until two
weeks prior to the project being complete, the plumber
hadn’t tightened a pipe completely and the entire house
was flooded. It was handled very professionally, but it set
the schedule back two weeks while they refinished all the
brand new hickory floors.
