After attending the Special
Town Meeting concerning the
three bumps installed on
Camino Pablo, it is apparent
that creating an overall, safer
environment is not the real pur-
pose of road changes in Mor-
aga..

Narrowing Moraga Road at
Campolindo  High  School
would not only create traffic
backup, it would obstruct emer-
gency vehicles, and one of the
few emergency escape routes
for the whole community. Nar-
rowing of the southern Camino
Pablo road, to put bike lanes
closer to traffic creates a less
safe environment for bikers.
