“One of the hardest mo-
ments was at Safeway.  I spent just $62 for a
week’s worth of food.  I just cracked up.”

Even tackling the clean-out of her
pantry was painful. After putting it off for

more than a year, she recently got around to
it.  “I found some plastic farm animals
stashed in the back, the kind to put on cup-
cakes.”  Kirkpatrick notes that while it felt
good to finish the project, she realized that
these little farm animals were meant for little
boys’ birthday cupcakes Now that they
were strapping young men, it just wasn’t
appropriate anymore.  The cute cupcake
window had closed.  

“There is a different dynamic in the
house,” said Yoni Mayeri regarding the
older of her two sons going off to college.
That abrupt separation some parents go
through was a little different for her.  Son
Max is at Sonoma State, along with a dozen
other Miramonte graduates, and as a mem-
ber of the baseball team, he and his team-
mates work the Cal Bear football games to
earn money to support their team.  Mayeri
said it’s not unusual to see him home for
dinner or at a Cal game.  “There was never
a dull moment when he was home.”
