he voters have spoken. Measure J, a

seven-year $313 per parcel tax on
Lafayette homeowners, resoundingly
passed, garnering nearly 73% approval.
The tax includes an exemption for home-
owners 65 years and older, so they might
opt-out, in addition, to keep up with infla-
tion, the tax will increase 3% per year.
