What: Saint Mary’s College of California’s yearlong Interfaith Initiative
project will feature guest speaker Eboo Patel on Tuesday, Sept. 15,
2009, at 7:00 p.m. Recently appointed by President Obama to the Advi-
sory Council of the White House Office of Faith-Based and Neighbor-
hood Partnerships, Patel is the founder and executive director of the
Interfaith Youth Core, a Chicago-based institution dedicated to build-
ing a global interfaith youth movement.
