Cougars Come Up Short Again
Campolindo Football Falls to Oakland

Coming off of a two-point

loss to El Cerrito, Cam-

polindo looked to return to their

winning ways against the Oak-

land Wildcats on September 25.

The Wildcats had other plans and

Campolindo suffered a 32-21

loss.    

Right out of the gate, Oak-

land showed who they were with

a 65-yard run from future Wash-

ington State player Damante Hor-

ton on the first play.

Another stellar 21-yard catch

by Ahr put Campolindo in position

to score. With two seconds left in

the half, senior quarterback

Tommy Stephens hit senior wide

receiver Michael Hoffman from 16

yards out for a Cougar touchdown.

A last second desperation bomb

for Oakland fell incomplete; going

into the half the visiting Cougars

were up 14-12. 

Oakland came out of the half

to score a five yard touchdown,

taking the lead 20-14 after a two

point conversion. 

To counter, Campolindo’s

senior wide receiver Patrick

Wirth made a catch for 11 yards,

and then Margerum broke free of

the pack again to score a touch-

down off a 41-yard run. Campo

held on at 21-20 for the rest of the

third.

To open the fourth quarter,

Oakland scored on a 41-yard run

of their own to take a 26-21 lead

with 11:32 left in the game. With

6:40 left, the Cougar offense

could not capitalize on a crucial

first down. The Cougars failed to

score on their subsequent drives

and with a little over a minute

left, Horton closed the game with

a 30-yard touchdown catch, seal-

ing the 32-21 win for Oakland.
