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Community Garden Gets Okay

After looking for a site for the past couple of years, the Lafayette Community Garden Group found the perfect 
location - a mostly flat, sunny area on Mt. Diablo Boulevard across from the Reservoir, in front of the EBMUD filter 
plant, for a community garden. In partnership with Sustainable Lafayette they asked the City to waive the $5,500 in 
fees for a land use permit in order to create a community garden and landscape education center for residents.
