The Design Review

Commissioners were pleased with

the project and forwarded a recom-

mendation of approval to the Plan-

ning Commission, as well as the

Circulation Commission, to investi-

gate if diagonal parking is feasible

and if so, how to make it work while

incorporating it into the design.
