The fourth
candidate, Bekki Gilbert, was un-
able to participate due to a family
emergency.

Valley served as the moderator.

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Each candidate identified
school funding as the greatest
challenge to be addressed by the
school board over the next two
years, and urged voters to pass
both Propositions 30 and 38. All
three demonstrated their under-
standing of the impact Califor-
nia’s budget situation is likely to
have on Orinda’s schools if those
ballot measures fail. (Read a re-
lated article on page B3.)

Sarah Genn Butler stated she

is focusing on Proposition 30 be-
cause it is what was agreed upon
when the State budget passed in
June. The budget was, she
pointed out, approved with a
shortfall and is “dependent on the
tax initiative, which is what we
now have as Proposition 30. If
Prop 30 doesn’t pass, it’s $6 bil-
lion in cuts, and $5 billion of that
is from education.... If Prop 38
were to pass and Prop 30 failed
... we’d still have trigger cuts.”
Asked how to address any re-
sulting million dollar cut to the
District’s budget, Jason Lurie said
OUSD has made cuts all along
