Teacher Fellowships may ad-

vance to the role of Senior Fel-

low, according to the

announcement.

     

Selway has been teaching

government, law and society, and

economics at Miramonte for six

years, and was at Las Lomas prior

to that. “Kids really enjoy gov-

ernment, and they enjoy econom-

ics. They’re two classes that

really make the students feel em-

powered,” says Selway. She has

also been a Curriculum Develop-

ment and Teacher Training con-

sultant to the University of

California, Berkeley History So-

cial Studies Project, and has vol-

unteered as a tutor for the

Refugee Transitions Program at

Oakland International High

School. She was first named a C-

SPAN Teacher Fellow in 2007.

     

“It changed my life,” recalls

Selway. It got off to a start she

still describes with awe. While

standing on the Mall in Washing-

ton, D.C. on day one of her fel-

lowship, U.S. Secret Service

personnel swarmed as a breath-

taking sight unfolded. The heli-

copter of President George W.

Bush was landing in surprisingly

close proximity. 

     

Selway’s fellowship gave her

the chance to learn about how C-

SPAN operates and how the Li-

brary of Congress digitizes

documents. And she helped to

create lesson plans that have been

used to enable students across the

country to better understand

America’s presidents.

     

“Every summer they select

three teachers nationwide, and

they bring them back to D.C. for

basically a month to work on

classroom materials there,” ex-

plains Selway’s colleague, Cheryl

Davis, who was named a C-

SPAN fellow herself in 2004 and

was profiled by this newspaper in

September 2012. Senior fellow-

ships, says Davis, are “all virtual”

– conducted from the educator’s

home district in collaboration

with another teacher from a

school in a different part of the

country. “The really great part

about it – when I was working

with it, I was with senior fellow

Tracey Van Dusen. She’s in Ann

Arbor,” says Davis. “She would

do part of the work, and I would

do part of the work, and we

would come up with a great les-

son.”

     

Davis was one of the early fel-

lows to flesh out content for C-

SPAN’s “Deliberations” program

(www.c-spanclassroomdelibera-

tions.org/), which was recently

endorsed by the National Council

for the Social Studies for being “a

free resource of high scholarly

merit for educators nationwide”

with a mission that mirrors the

NCSS goal of teaching “the con-

tent, knowledge, intellectual

skills, and civic values necessary

for fulfilling the duties of citizen-

ship in a participatory democ-

racy.”

     

In 2014, Selway will collabo-

rate with a teacher from New

York to update the Deliberations

site further. She will also be busy

judging applications for C-

SPAN’s StudentCam contest

(www.studentcam.org/), a na-

tional documentary competition

which encourages critical analy-

ses by students in grades 6-12 of

key issues impacting their neigh-

borhoods and nation.

     

“There are all sorts of fellow-

ships out there, but we often don’t

take advantage because we don’t

have time,” says Selway, urging

her fellow educators to consider

applying for future opportunities.

“It really is a wonderful teacher

professional development experi-

ence,” says Davis.
