o PLANT bare root fruit trees, roses, and berries this month.

° REMOVE all ornaments, tinsel, lights, and hanging wires from
Christmas trees. If at all possible, shred your tree and add to
your compost pile. If you will be recycling through your waste
service, make sure to check the pick-up days for your area.

e  PLAN your spring and summer garden. We may be going into
avery dry season. Consider drought resistant specimens. 2013
may be the driest year in California history since 1895. We
need a mindset of “spare the water!” Plant more yarrow,
sedums, sage, and gaillardia.

e  SHARPEN and clean tools in preparation for spring,

e  TAKE your mower and shredder in for annual maintenance.

®  BEWARE ofbees in your boots! Yes, before putting on your
shoes, check if any living creature is visiting. My right foot will
attest to the sting.
