was only 15 years ago that reporters at

EZhe San Francisco Chronicle attended a

mandatory training session regarding ref-

erences they were making to technology in their

stories. “Don’t,” the trainer admonished, “write,

‘And they’re talking about it on the Internet.
That’s a big old ‘duh’ by this point.”

In 1940, reporters were writing the same
thing, only they were calling it the telephone.

Now, in this story that will likely be deemed
a big “duh” two years from now, people are in-
deed running their homes — from their security
systems to their washing machines — via an ap-
plication (OK, OK, an “app”) on their phones.

“This is just the beginning,” said Edward
Zeidan, of Lafayette. He started his Nerd 4 Rent
business back in 1984 and while he’s had ups and
downs with the economy, he’s been in demand
ever since. “People buy a nifty alarm system but
then they need help with getting it synched with
the rest of the network. It’s all about the net-
work.”

Homeowners throughout Lamorinda are
synching everything. Gone are the days of
pulling out the remote for the automatic garage
door opener, now so passé.

Small cameras are popular security devices that can be integrated into home networks, so
that any motion or pictures can be sent to a cell phone.

The gate and the door are on the smartphone, too.

“There are so many more devices now that connect to the network,”
Zeidan said. “Audio visual - the audio-visual folks are having a terrible
time adapting, because everything is computerized now, and didn’t used
to be. But starting in the mid-2000s everything started getting integrated
into the network. Your speakers, hot tubs, swimming pools, lighting,
shutters, room temperature — everything”

Zeidan picked up his phone and punched the icon for the security
camera pointing to the parking lot.

“My car’s still there,” he said.

In his hand he held an average smartphone, and even that has more
computer power than got the Apollo space mission to the moon in 1969.
RAM memory has become so inexpensive, he said, that almost any elec-
tronic device in the home can be programmed to interface with a phone
or a tablet. You can start the wash, turn on the hot tub, or filter your pool.
He said Sonos wireless hi-fi systems and Lorex home security systems are
particularly popular. ... continued on page E10

“Your smartphone is your universal remote,” Zei-
dan said. “You don’t have to have individual remotes
for anything anymore.”

Zeidan’s real-time cameras could catch a thief in
the act. He’s poised and ready: His business has been
burgled twice. He now has cameras and motion detec-
tors throughout his Concord office, and is shopping for
a system for his Lafayette home. Depending on the
cameras’ resolution, a system will run from around
$250 to $1,200. Zeidan likes high resolution.

“If someone is breaking in, I want to be able to see
aface,” he said. “Iwant alicense plate” He has so many
cameras that if you're talking to him in the office and
waving your arms you can see yourself on his phone.

Zeidan occasionally runs late getting home, and

if there’s a favorite TV show coming on, all he has to do
is pick up his phone and have his home network record
it. One of his favorite jobs was in a large home that
threw big parties, so he hooked up the network so that
music could be synchronized by phone for the dance
floor, with different music piped to the area where peo-
ple were quietly chatting over hors d'oeuvres, and other
areas. “You don’t want loud dance music in all those
areas,” he said. But you don’t have to run from one area
to another to keep it all going, either, he said.

Sarah Kellar, a realtor with the Dana Green Team,
has been surprised by how many homes now have Nest
systems installed to control indoor temperatures. The
systems also send alerts to a phone when a smoke or
carbon monoxide detector goes off.

“Probably half of all homes have them now,” she
said. “We’re headed into a new world again.”

And even more people have them in their second
homes, she said. Going up to Tahoe? Turn on the heat
from the highway. “You program your phone to turn on
the heat and you don’t have to wait for three hours for
the house to warm up. You can just turn on the furnace
en route. Lots of people are using these systems that
way. In reverse, you can turn your lights on and off back
home to make it look like you're home, while monitor-
ing your security cameras.

No app is available yet for shoveling the snow for
arrival or cleaning the kitchen before you return. But

they’re probably not far off.

A home filled with gratitude
is fantastic FengShui.

There are nine “life” areas of the FengShui Bagua map (see di-
agram). By focusing on the “Helpful People” area of the Bagua Map,
we can recognize the blessings in our lives. Acting upon them reg-
ularly improves our quality of life and our awareness and apprecia-
tion of others. This is good FengShui and karma since none of us
achieves lasting happiness, health or success without the constant
help of others.

Each of us has cause to think with deep gratitude
of those who have lighted the flame within us.”

If you stand at your front door looking into your home, the
Helpful People area is located to the near right corner from where
you stand and is connected to and symbolizes blessings and helpful
people who bless your life. When we fully "activate” a particular
Bagua area, like Helpful People, we do this in the house, master bed-
room and the yard so the garden receives a lot of healthy FengShui.

The Helpful People area of the FengShui Bagua is governed
by the metal element. We can “activate” the metal element of this
life area by placing metal sculptures of our loved ones, angels or
Buddhas, and the colors that represent metal including white, grey,
silver, and metallic in that location. Place art that depicts all we are
grateful for or who we are grateful for, including photos in metal
frames of our helpful people or benefactors. Infuse the area with
reflection.

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Use colors that represent metal including white, grey, silver, and metallic.

The earth element “creates” or produces metal, so use the earth element in the
Helpful People area. Since fire melts metal, avoid red and the fire element in this
area to keep it strong and vibrant.

Helpful people always include family and friends — even trusty and faithful
pets — but they also include enemies and strangers. While it is easy to see the con-
nection with why family and friends may be blessings in our lives, our enemies can

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be our most profound teachers of patience or impermanence. Also, remember that
our enemies today can become friends tomorrow, and our friends today could some-
day turn against us.

Heaven also occupies the Helpful People area, underscoring that the Divine
is always the most helpful to us; we turn inward, to our spiritual food for strength
and spiritual grounding, so many blessings manifest. Expressing gratitude for our
spirituality can give us great and real comfort, especially on Memorial Day, when
we may contemplate those we have lost.

This Memorial Day tell your loved ones how much you appreciate counting
them among the blessings in your life. Activate and bless the Helpful People area
of your home, expressing your gratitude with specific symbology that is personal,
physical and spiritual.

Share your gratitude and give thanks to all those who have given of themselves,
without expectation of repayment so life could be filled with peace. Asyou do, re-
flect that you contribute to the global good, hope, light and peace in the world, and
that perhaps you honor them best, this Memorial Day, by starting first with your
own heart.

I Can See Clearly Now, the Rain Has Gone

Even if the storms do return, the forecast predicts only moderate
precipitation for Northern California. Fortunately enough rainfall in April
greened the golden hills, yet as we approach summer, we must be extra
diligent in our conservation methods. The fire danger is enhanced be-
cause of our dry winter. In fact, the fire season of 2013 was still in progress
as we entered the beginning of the 2014 fire season this month. As hu-
mans we have altered the climate and stressed our great globe. It’s not too
late to begin being better stewards. In my past two Digging Deeps, I've
outlined how we can prepare our garden for the forthcoming drought.
This is the third installment of the Drought Gardening Series with a list
of plants that can thrive with little water.

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Drought Gardening Series — Part 3

Drought Tolerant Plants from Goddess Gardener, Cynthia Brian
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Enriched, compost amended soil is the most important foundation element to growing any garden. Apply three inches of mulch to maximize water savings, maintain
moisture, reduce run-off, and shield the soil from direct sunlight. Group plants with similar water needs together, stop fertilizing, eliminate weeds, deadhead before seed
pods form, build wind barriers, create shade, and water appropriately, infrequently, yet deeply. Choose a sampling of these drought resistant, low maintenance specimens:

Annuals Daylily
Amaranthus Echinacea
Cosmos Fern
Cleome Geranium
Dusty Miller Ginger
Lupine Helleborus
Marigolds Ice Plant
Poppy Lamb’s Ear
Portulaca Lamium
Verbena Lavender
Russian Sage
Perennials Sedum
Agastache Succulents
Bush Sage Yarrow
Blanket flower Yucca
Cactus
Currant

This is not a complete list of plants that will grow
with minimal moisture and maintenance. Talk to your
nursery professional for more advice and local recom-
mendations. Visit garden centers to see the specimens
that will work best with your landscaping requirements.
Remember that all plants need water. Natives, succulents,
and cacti fare the best in dry conditions and may add
beauty and texture to your existing garden with less care.
Bulbs are always excellent choices providing perennial
color, form, and fragrance. Consider xeriscaping as it con-
serves 50-75 percent of water utilizing creative landscap-
ing techniques.

Until next time, remember that to build a better fu-
ture we must nurture nature. We are blessed to live on
planet Earth. Care for the land and all of God's creatures
and we will reap the benefits. Never forget that love al-
ways wins when kindness prevails, plus gardens make us
happy. Read a book in May - it's a garden in bloom. Stroll
through the garden to actually smell the roses! They are
glorious this year.

Reminders

e  PLANT flowers in drifts of several colors to enable bees and butterflies
to see them better.

o  CREATE a wide defensible space perimeter around your home to protect
your family from fires.

e  CONTINUE succession planting of beets, carrots, turnips, radishes, and
other root edibles for uninterrupted harvests all season.

e COLD hardy peonies are popping up creating waves of color in the
garden. Peonies make sophisticated floral arrangements.

e  PULL weeds that are zapping your water, especially teasel rosette. This
roadside weed is a biennial and quite prickly to touch. Nonetheless,
many people use the dried flower heads in arrangements because of
their interesting shape and size (they can grow up to 2 meters tall). This
widely adapted plant is native to Eurasia.

e  EAT the pea-like flowers of the fava bean plant as well as the leaves.
Fava leaves are nutty tasting while the flowers have a mildly sweet flavor
akin to spring peas.
