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mer council members in attendance
to join him at the podium. “We as-
sembled here tonight ... express
our profound appreciation for all
the folks who had the inspiration,
starting more than 40 years ago, to
imagine a Moraga that could wrest
the control over our destiny away
from the county planners and bu-
reaucrats in Martinez,” he began.
Noting that “40 is the new 30,”
even for a town, Trotter concluded
that with Moraga’s youthful energy,
tireless volunteers and community
spirit, the town’s best days are still
ahead.
