t was a steal, a mad scramble for a

loose ball, and the bleachers erupt-
ing as time expired that sealed the
deal for the Campolindo Cougars,
who beat No. 1 seed Sir Francis
Drake (29-1) 5-4 in the North Coast
Section Division I boys water polo fi-
nals on Saturday night.

The No. 6 seed Cougars (19-9)
had to pull off a series of upsets to
reach the finals. In the quarterfinals,
they barely edged out rival No. 3 Mi-
ramonte 10-9 in overtime — the two

teams had met in each of the two pre-
vious NCS Division I title matches.
Then, in the semifinals, they upset
No. 2 seed San Ramon Valley, in San
Ramon, 7-4, to reach the finals.

“I couldn’t be prouder of them,”
head coach Miles Price said with a
wide grin as he and his team were
overwhelmed by cheering parents,
friends and photographers at the con-
clusion of the match.

But the match wasn’t an easy win.
Cougar freshman Giorgio Alessandria

was quick to score in the first seconds
of the game, but an early ejection
gave Drake the power play they
needed to tie the score up. Drake
knotted things up again in the fourth
quarter with a huge goal, but Campo
came back quickly after a Drake ejec-
tion with senior Cullen Jacuzzi tip-
ping the ball in for a 5-4 win.
“We’ve had a lot of ups and
downs this season,” Price said. “But
this is a hell of a team,” he continued,
gesturing around at his players.
