Fire Chief Snags a Bargain
on a Temporary Firehouse

oraga-Orinda Fire District fire-

fighters will be sitting pretty in
a $120,000 temporary building Fire
Chief Stephen Healy obtained from
Carmel Valley Fire Department for
only $3,000.

The temporary building will be
installed in the northern parking lot
of St. Stephens Episcopal Church,
around the corner from MOFD fire
station 43, which will be demolished
and rebuilt. The application for the
work was approved by the Planning
Commission on May 10.

The temporary structure should be
in place by the end of June, and the
new fire station is expected to be com-
pleted in one year, reopening in Octo-
ber of 2017, according to Healy. The

temporary structure is 1,080 square
feet, and has a detached, unenclosed
apparatus bay for one fire truck. Al-
though during the year that it takes to
build the replacement permanent fire
station, there will not be an ambulance
on site. Healy pointed out that in the
past two years, the ambulance from
station 43 has only been called out
once.

Plans for replacing station station
43 were approved by the planning
commission first in September 2012,
but the approval expired. The new per-
manent fire station is the same as was
approved in 2012, but the temporary
structure is now bigger, and located off
site, only 450 feet away from the sta-
tion.

According to Broschard, the origi-
nal Station 16 was constructed in the
1950s, way before Lafayette was even
incorporated, and was originally de-
signed for only two people. That sta-
tion eventually was rolled into Con-
Fire in the late 1960s and was in use
until the Loma Prieta earthquake. At
that point, there was so much dam-
age, a double-wide mobile home to
accommodate three people was in-
stalled at the site, although the original
garage remained. As that mobile unit
was nearing the end of its useful life

in 2011, capital reserves were set aside
and architectural plans were made to
replace it. Less than a year later, in
2012, came the rodent infestation and
mold; however plans were already in
the works to replace the station. Then
the really bad news came, as voters
rejected Measure Q that would have
helped fund the station rebuild. Fire-
fighters from Station 16 have been
working from Station 15 on Mt. Dia-
blo Boulevard ever since. It looks like
they will be there for another couple of
years, until at least 2018.
