Additionally, each home’s garage – some for two cars and some for three – is 
wired for an electric plug-in car. There are numerous optional features, in-
cluding a solar energy package and home monitoring system.
	 Adjacent to the Harvest Court development will be a two-plus acre 
passive park, with native plantings, two bridges and benches for sitting and 
relaxing. A meandering trail will lead from the homes to the popular Moraga 
Commons and skatepark. A landscaped outlook area, with benches and cov-
ered trellis, is also planned, where residents and non-residents can simply sit 
and take in the area’s natural beauty.
	 Developed by SummerHill Homes, Harvest Court is one of two 
SummerHill developments in Moraga; the other, the 27-home Bellavista, 
is just beginning construction. SummerHill, founded in 1976, is a private-

ly-owned builder of quality homes. According to Leimbach, “SummerHill’s 
goal is to thoughtfully enhance the communities in which we build. We build 
luxury homes, paying attention to every detail.” Other SummerHill projects 
currently under construction are in Pleasanton, Mountain View, Los Gatos 
and Saratoga.
	 Harvest Court’s first six families are expected to move in before the 
end of 2016; it is anticipated that the community will be fully occupied be-
fore the end of next year.
