Mayor Onoda declares a vibrant business 
community is within Moraga’s grasp

In her State of the Town address, Moraga Mayor 
Teresa Onoda said that the thrifty town had been 

built on a nonsustainable fi nancial canvass and that 
things needed to change. 
 Her address was part of the Moraga Chamber of 
Commerce mixer on March 29. 
 Onoda also started a discussion with chamber 
members about the economic future of the town, re-
affi rming her support of the business community and 
challenging retailers to add charm to their storefronts 
and create the shopping experience Moragans de-
serve and want.
 Onoda talked about the Moraga Center Specifi c 
Plan zoning and how work was being done to create 
a vision for the downtown. She explained that hillside 
and ridgeline rules were also being defi ned accord-
ing to the town’s principles to make the development 
process more predictable and simple for developers. 
She also explained how two elements of the town fi -
nancial reality clearly showed that Moraga is under-
funded: infrastructure, like storm drain maintenance, 
and staff compensation.
 The mayor explained that Moraga gets only 5.3 
percent of what its residents pay in property tax, the 

second lowest percentage in Contra Costa County 
that was frozen by Proposition 13 in 1978. The con-
sequence, according to Onoda, is that the town that 
was incorporated in 1974 with a minimal government 
principle is not equipped to face today’s requirements 
and obligations, such as paying competitive salaries 
to staff and saving money to repair its infrastructure. 
She said that this year a measure to levy extra tax for 
repairs would be studied.
 Kevin Reneau, past president of the chamber of 
commerce and owner of Senior Helpers in Moraga, 
asked the mayor how to convince people of the neces-
sity for more taxes. Onoda responded that designing 
a measure with clear goals and educating residents 
was key to success, as was done to get the 1 percent 
sales tax approved.
 Onoda stressed her support of economic de-
velopment in town and support of streamlining the 
regulatory processes for new and existing businesses. 
Council Member Jeanette Fritzky added that devel-
opment takes a lot of pieces and parts, and that Mor-
aga needs a long-term economic development plan. 
She said that the risk was that one day Moraga would 
have no other choice than becoming part of a larger 
entity.
 The mayor said that the town has the economics 
to keep businesses in town but that the online compe-
tition means that businesses would have to reinvent 
themselves. Edy Schwartz, a former chamber presi-
dent, challenged everyone in the audience to com-
municate on social media about all that businesses in 
Moraga have to offer. Onoda added that she does it 
regularly when she has lunch out with her husband 
and she recommended that everyone participate in 
this buzz about the Moraga experience. 
 Kathe Nelson, chamber executive director, shared 
the unique atmosphere that is developing in Moraga 
where a business, Amoroma, decided to support an-
other Moraga business, Moraga Produce. 
 The current chamber president, Wendy Scheck, 
concluded that she was hopeful that the attitude in 
Moraga was changing and that the close-knit and vi-
brant community everyone desires would be attain-
able. To top this optimistic mood Onoda announced 
a townwide hike scheduled on Oct. 14 on the Carr 
Ranch trails.

 At this time, more than 80 
letters of support for the teacher 
have been received and given to 
the MSD. The parents supporting 
Tang are dismayed that the East 
Bay Times never mentioned the 
letters that were sent to them. 
They wonder what is the reason, 
even calling it a “witch hunt.”
 At a recent fundraiser for the 
Moraga Education Foundation 
parents distributed  “I’m with 

Millie” stickers and they say that 
parents all over the district, not 
only Los Perales parents, choose 
to wear them in support of the 
teacher.
 Gregory Read, a partner with 
the San Francisco law fi rm Sedg-
wick, offered Tang to be her law-
yer pro-bono. The well regarded 
trial lawyer said that Tang has 
already a lawyer appointed by 
the school district but that she 

needed a friend. Read has two 
grandchildren who are former 
students of Tang. He said that he 
did extensive interviews of the 
teacher and of parents and decid-
ed he should assist her. He says 
that the very petite teacher — of-
ten smaller than some of her fi fth 
graders — is very distressed by 
what she feels in an injustice. Her 
whole life has been dedicated to 
teaching, as well as her humani-

tarian endeavors, and she fi nds 
these accusations and attacks 
on her character devastating, he 
said.
 When parents talk about 
Tang, the emotions also run very 
high, between anger, disappoint-
ment and deep sadness. A group 
of parents plan to attend the April 
11 MSD board meeting to con-
tinue to affi rm their support and 
demand that the district not settle 

the case. They feel that MSD 
should support its teachers and 
not back down over what they 
consider frivolous lawsuits. Read 
is convinced that if the case goes 
to court the probability of win-
ning is very high, but he warns 
that putting children on the wit-
ness stand could be a diffi cult ex-
perience.

Spring road repairs in 
downtown Moraga

While the sinkhole repair 
plans are still being held 

under the California Department 
of Transportation’s scrutiny, 
Moraga public works depart-
ment has started its spring repair 
campaign partially funded with a 
CalRecycle grant. The objective 
is to have Moraga’s main arteries 
in good shape for the triathlon on 
April 22. Edric Kwan, the town’s 
public works director, believes 
that his plan will minimize un-
avoidable traffi c impacts.
 The reopening of Rheem 
Boulevard between St. Mary’s 
Road and Moraga Road was key 
to keeping the drivers’ stress lev-
el to a minimum. Repairs along 
Moraga Road present a differ-
ent challenge depending on the 
number of lanes available in each 
segment. The most challenging is 
the narrow, two-lane stretch be-
tween St. Mary’s Road and Corl-
iss. Kwan elected to close the 
segment completely on Satur-

days only, on April 1 and 8, while 
during the week of the school’s 
Spring break only one lane for 
alternate traffi c is available. The 
fi rst Saturday, on April 1, saw 
some lines and confusion, but 
people had not too much trouble 
using alternate routes. 
 Kwan explained that the re-
paving work of the section be-
tween Corliss and Draeger Drive 
will be conducted with lane clo-
sures during the weekdays using 
lane closures similar to the ones 
used during last fall’s overhead 
utility undergrounding work. 
The project will also include a 
slurry seal of the roadway be-
tween Draeger Drive and Devin 
Drive, which will also utilize 
lane closures to complete the 
work. Everything is expected to 
be completed by April 22 and 
changeable messages with road 
closures information continue to 
inform motorists at major inter-
sections.
