Buy or rent? Lafayette 
continues to look for options

The city of Lafayette has long 
entertained the idea of owning 

its own city offi ces with periodic 
discussions at the council level over 
many years. At a recent city council 
meeting however a unanimous vote 
brought that dream slightly closer.
 The board members were dis-
cussing a recently prepared fi nan-
cial model with a view to directing 
staff on the next steps.
 Vice Mayor Don Tatzin pre-

sented the comprehensive model, 
requested at the Aug. 14 council 
meeting, which showed buying a 
property for $10 million or less to 
be profi table in the long term over 
50 years or so, while costing more 
money out-the-door in the interme-
diate future of 20-30 years or so 
than renting. He pointed out it is 
a “trade off” but that there is more 
certainty in buying.
