Falcon was ready to fl y in time for the Powell Hallow-
een party. 
 Asked if he might consider a career change to 
full-time prop construction, the Lafayett e contractor 
laughed. “It’s prett y fun, actually,” he said of his price-

less rooft op projects. 
 Would Powell design a diff erent model before 
the release of Star Wars IX in 2019?  Possibly. Th ere 
just might be one more light sabre trick left  up his Jedi 
sleeve.
