Lafayette is moving closer to
banning flavored tobacco
products and implementing a
tobacco retailer’s license.

The council unanimously
agreed with an in-depth staff
report, called for in Decem-
ber, recommending that the
city ban FTPs and adopt a
TRL, and requested that the
staff bring back a draft ordi-
nance with language clarifi-
cation to the April 8 meeting.

Lafayette currently has 13
tobacco retailers, including

gas stations, pharmacies,
convenience stores, liquor
stores and one smoke shop.
All of them sell at least one
type of FTP.

The staff report included
statistics from the Acalanes
High School 2017-18 Califor-
nia Healthy Kids Survey,
which showed that 50 percent
of 11th graders found it very
easy to have access to ciga-
rettes and e-cigarettes, with
25 percent having used an e-
cigarette in the past 30 days.
