World
War I formally ended at the
11th hour of the 11th day of
the 11th month of 1918, when
the Armistice with Germany
went into effect.

It took 12 years for a
Congressional Act to officially
make Nov. 11 an annual legal
holiday. Originally known as
Armistice Day, the name was
changed to Veterans Day in
