Lafayette calling!

The city has recently added
another way of keeping its
residents up to speed for
emergency information and
instructions when needed.
Lafayette’s community infor-
mation and emergency radio
station is now broadcasting
continuously on 1670 AM.

Serving as an extra chan-
nel of communication, which
could be critical during wild-
fires and power outages when
cell phone and the internet
may not be working, as hap-
pened last year in Lafayette’s
fire that destroyed the tennis
club, the station will provide
an alternative for delivering
vital information to residents
directly.

The AM station will
broadcast information during
times of disaster such as wild-

fires, as well as details on
PG&E power outages. During
non-emergencies residents
will hear general city infor-
mation and news, details on
events and programs, and
general visitor information
about Lafayette.

The station, put in place
by the work of the Lafayette
Police Department’s John Cor-
nell together with Informa-
tion Station Specialist Techni-
cian Tom Coviak, is housed at
the LPD and can be heard for
a 6- to 7-mile radius. It covers
all of Lafayette, portions of
Moraga, Orinda, Pleasant Hill,
and Walnut Creek.

The station’s FCC-
designated call sign is
WRHU776.

Residents should have the
station saved in their cars as
well as on their AM radios for
up-to-date information.

The lack of in-store events
meant adjustments in the
Winnackers’ opening plans.
The store opened very quietly
but word is spreading and
they are grateful to the people
who are making a point of

visiting.

Rudy Winnacker says
there was a lot of uncertainty
at the beginning of the lock-
down, which happened just
days before signing the lease.
On top of this, they faced the
unexpected challenges of dis-
tance learning for their three
children ages 10, 14, and 15
(who can often be spotted in
the store on their Zoom
classes).

While bookshops face stiff
competition from internet
sellers, Rudy Winnacker is
emphatic that there is nothing
online that can replicate the
experience of taking time
browsing through books.

Customer Rhonda Chaikin
agrees. “We need a book store
—we all need relationships
with books,” she says.
