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Court orders PG&E to wait
on tree removal, for now

Ajudge has once again called
a halt, at least for now, to Pa-
cific Gas & Electric Company’s
plans to cut down 17 trees on
East Bay Regional Park District
property within the city of
Lafayette, issuing a prelimi-
nary injunction order that will
remain in effect pending fur-
ther court orders.

PG&E had notified the city
Nov. 10 that it intended to be-
gin removing the 17 trees, 12
of which are on the Lafayette-
Moraga Regional Trail, within
a few days as part of its Com-
munity Pipeline Safety Initia-
tive. The city immediately
filed a lawsuit against the
utility in the Bankruptcy
Court, contending that PG&E
failed to comply with a 2017

Tree Removal Agreement
obliging them to provide all
information required by the
city’s tree protection regula-
tions before cutting or remov-
ing trees within Lafayette.

PG&E maintain that the
tree removal is necessary to
allow access to the under-
ground high-pressure gas
lines, and that tree roots
threaten the pipes’ safety —
claims that a grass-roots orga-
nization called Save Lafayette
Trees formed by residents ini-
tially out of concern for the
trees, disputes. SLT says that
although PG&E has met with
residents, the city and the Cal-
ifornia Public Utilities Com-
mission for two years, they
have never been able to
demonstrate how cutting trees
improves gas safety.
