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Orinda Wayfinding project wins award

The American Public
Works Association (APWA)
Northern California Chap-
ter honored Orinda at the
2021 Project Awards Event
in February by recognizing
the Orinda Wayfinding Sig-
nage Project as Project of
the Year under the Trans-
portation category. The
project helps pedestrians
and bicyclists find the re-
gional transportation net-
work (BART) and navigate
both downtown districts:
the Village district and the
Theatre district. In addition
to providing wayfinding
information, the Orinda
Historical Society and the
Orinda Landmarks Com-
mittee provided a descrip-
tion and photo that each of
the 13 totem signs display
about Orinda’s history and
landmarks. These include
Orinda’s historic Theatre
District, previously known
as “The Crossroads,” the
Orinda Library, the first
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firehouse, and the de
Laveaga train station.
