But the smaller staff took on
more responsibilities, work-
ing with the members to find
ways to help them and show-
ing them how working to-
gether could help them pros-
per and succeed, Regan re-
ports. In fact, according to
McCormick, during COVID,
Regan “worked miracles with
our membership."

The Chamber was instru-
mental in helping the restau-
rants work around the ban on
indoor dining during the pan-
demic. “Jay was out there
pounding the pavement to see
what we could do to keep the
restaurants viable,” Regan
says. They are continuing to
help this important segment
of Lafayette’s business com-
munity by spearheading an
ad hoc restaurant committee

to work on a variety of chal-
lenges, including staffing
shortages and inflation.
