Most entries, biggest audience for annual
high school art competition awards

Orinda Library Audito-
rium was standing room
only on Thursday, March
14, as the awards to the
winners of the annual
Lamorinda Arts Council
High School Visual Arts
Competition were an-
nounced. The competi-
tion was open to all high
school students who ei-
ther live or attend school
in Lamorinda and/or the
Acalanes Union High
School District, which in-
cludes Las Lomas High
School in Walnut Creek.
This year, students were
limited to submitting one
piece of work per cate-
gory, but could enter
multiple categories.

The categories are
2D, including painting,
drawing, printmaking,
mixed media, and col-
lage; 3D, including ce-
ramics, sculpture, jew-
elry, and construction;
Photography, including
traditional film and digi-
tal photography; and Dig-
ital Art, sponsored by the
Lamorinda Arts Alliance,
which was defined as,
“two-dimensional art-
work produced or ma-
nipulated on a computer
platform and then
printed on paper, canvas,
or other material. The
artwork may be an origi-
nal digital painting, a
digital graphic or illus-
tration, or a photo image
that has been manipu-
lated beyond enhance-
ment or applying effect to
a photograph.” Use of ar-
tificial intelligence soft-
ware was prohibited.

The awards con-
ferred cash prizes in Best
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of Show ($250), First
Place ($250), Second
Place ($150) and Third
Place ($50), while honor-
able mention winners
were given certificates.
There were more than
250 submissions for the
competition, which is be-
lieved to be a competition

high. Professionals with
experience in the cate-
gories judged the compe-
tition based on content;
creativity and originality;
and degree of expertise
in the chosen medium.
The Best in Show
award went to an acrylic
ink work entitled Ego by
Emily Bennett, an 11th
grade student at
Acalanes, teacher Robert
Porter.
2D awards went to
