Tad passed from
this life too soon on April 21, 2024, at the age of
60. His life was one of adventure, challenges,

success, and happiness

He attended Lamorinda public schools.
The highlight of his youth was his unusual ability
as a baseball pitcher. He received awards and
honors throughout his baseball career. He at-
tended the University of Arizona on a baseball
scholarship. A back injury, which never fully
healed, curtailed his baseball career. Despite this
challenge, Tad still holds baseball records at Ari-
zona. While at Arizona, he participated in Sigma
* Chinational leadership training programs. A

young Christian man, he traveled to Asia as part
of the Athletes in Action Baseball.
Always up for adventure, he chose to work in New York City and
was hired by the Cross and Brown, a commercial real estate firm. He re-
turned to California in the late 1980’s, where he continued his real estate in-
terests and earned multiple master’s degrees. He also earned a teaching
credential from Chapman University and taught school in the Central Valley.
Tad is survived by his parents, Bob and JoAnn Heydenfeldt of

Lafayette; sister Linda (Jeff) Rosenthal, Lafayette; brother Dan (Juli) Hey-
denfeldt, Lafayette; sister Dina (Mark) Milazzo, Moraga. He leaves behind 7
nieces and nephews: Matthew, Alex, Charlie, Quinn, Ella, Olivia, and Henry.
Services honoring Tad will be held Friday, May 17th, at 11:00am at the
Lafayette-Orinda Presbyterian Church, 49 Knox Drive, Lafayette, CA. All

Protests along Moraga
Road in Lafayette

Conspicuously absent
from the April 24 article
about the Moraga Road
protests is an explanation
of what is being protested.
The article implies that
the LGBTQ community is
being targeted and re-
ported that one commu-
nity member character-
ized the protestors and
their signs as “hateful” at
a Lafayette City Council
meeting. Yet, the article
never explains the mes-
saging on the signs or
how that message is hate-

ful.

It is important to
reaffirm that ours is a
community comprised of
incredibly compassionate
individuals. The protests
taking place on Moraga
Road are not evidence to
the contrary. These com-
munity members are ad-
vocating that minors
should not be subject to
medical interventions
such as puberty blockers,
hormones, or surgery, and
that kids should instead
wait until they reach
adulthood before con-
senting to undergo irre-
versible procedures.

This is not indicative
of animus towards the
LBGTQ community, but is
consistent with the
emerging trend world-
wide. Many European na-
tions that are fiercely pro-
tective of LGBTQ and
were early adopters of the
gender affirmation model
have reversed course and
no longer allow such pro-
cedures on minors. The
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recent publication of the
Cass Review in the British
Medical Journal
(cass.independent-
review.uk) criticized ear-
lier studies, found that
evidence supporting early
medical interventions for
trans-identifying kids was
“remarkably weak,” and
advocated a more holistic
assessment and treatment
plan. The study admon-
ished those on both sides
of this medical debate to
consider the developing
evidence objectively
rather than vilify those
with contrary views,
which is harmful to those
suffering from gender
dysphoria and parents
seeking the best treatment
options for their children.
Our community lead-
ers should heed this ad-
vice, maintain a position
of neutrality, and accom-
modate diverse points of
view on this topic.
